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TRANSPORTATION  TIPS 
Bus —Thank you for your cooperation during these first days of school.  Getting schedules and bus stops smoothed out takes a couple 

of weeks.  Please be patient as all of us adjust to arrival and dismissal schedules. If you have EBR bus service please use it. The 

sooner that everyone who has bus service utilizes it, the sooner bus drivers can resolve route details, and more efficiently move the 

children to and from school.  
   

Carpool—For those in carpool, please be attentive to cars ahead of you and behind you. Please refrain from using cell phones once 

carpool begins. We double up cars in the parking lot lanes to try to keep cars off of Kinglet Drive & St. George Drive.  Do not leave 

unnecessary space between cars.  On the gym carpool side, please pull up as far as possible but not all the way to the gym entrance. 

Carpool riders can exit vehicles as far back as the brick wall by the KAC.   For the church carpool, you may send your carpool riders 

out of the car all along the walkway between the church and KAC until the church steps. After your child exits or enters the car, please 

wait for the line to begin moving. DO NOT pull out of line. Students may arrive beginning at 8:00am.  Please do NOT wait until 

8:20am to enter the campus. An earlier arrival gives the children time to visit with friends and allows students to get to the assembly 

area prior to morning assembly.  If the 8:25 bell has rung, and a duty person is no longer present, please bring your child to the school 

office to sign them in as tardy.   

Afternoon carpool drivers, please have a sign with your carpool rider(s)’ first and last name(s) hanging from the rear-view 
mirror so we can call your child.  Afternoon carpool ends at 3:50pm.  After that time, you will need to come in to the school office 

to sign out your child.  An $8.00 late carpool fee per child will be assessed.   
 

Please keep in mind that our campus has over 1,000 students and safety is our first concern.  Please drive slowly and carefully on 

campus.  If you have any questions, please visit the website, click on Forms & Policies, then click on Carpool Policy 2010-2011.   

Please remember to THANK our volunteers who have graciously tolerated the heat and given their time this week to help line up cars 

and ensure carpool procedures are followed.
