September 2-30th Service Project ð Juvenile Diabetes Research Foundation (JDRF) 
Each year more than 30,000 Americans are diagnosed with type 1 diabetes (juvenile diabetes); over 15,000 are children. Type 
1 diabetes is an autoimmune disease in which the bodyôs immune system attacks and destroys the insulin-producing cells of 
the pancreas. To stay alive, people with this disease must take multiple insulin injections daily or continually infuse insulin 
through a pump. They must also test their blood sugar by pricking their fingers for blood six or more times per day.  
 
Warning signs of type 1 diabetes. 

- extreme thirst                        - increased appetite                 - frequent urination      

- sudden weight loss               - sudden vision changes          - drowsiness, lethargy              

- sugar in urine                        - heavy, labored breathing      - fruity, sweet, or wine-like odor of breath  

- stupor, unconsciousness 

Knowing the warning signs can save a life. If you or someone you love exhibits one or more of these symptoms, call your  

doctor.
