VOCAL 

Vocal Selection:   “You’re Never Fully Dressed Without A Smile” from Annie. 

Be prepared to sing the first 24 bars/measures of the song, as provided.


Do your best to memorize but it is not absolutely necessary to have the song 
completely memorized for auditions. A lead sheet will be provided if you need it 
as a cue.  An accompanist will be provided for auditions.

MONOLOGUE

Do your very best to memorize but it is not absolutely necessary to have the 
monologue completely memorized for auditions. Judges will provide cues as 
needed to keep you on script.


DANCE 

Dancers should sign up for one time slot from 2:00 p.m. to 2:45 p.m.  Come 
dressed in appropriate attire for a dance auditions. Jazz shoes or ballet shoes 
are preferred. A dance pattern will be taught at the beginning of auditions and 
students will then audition in groups with this dance.


Tap auditions will be from 2:45 p.m. to 3:00 p.m. Students with tap experience 
who wish to audition should bring their tap shoes and come prepared with a 32 
count tap routine that demonstrates their skill level and ability.
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
